Thanks to a bi-folding door that covers the entire 
width of the facade, the inside of the event room 
can be seen from outside the building at any time. 
One of the core concepts during the design 
process was to ensure that the warm interior of 
the wood-clad room could be felt outside, and 
that the space could be extended seamlessly to 
include the outdoor area on sunny days.



Haus des Weins

Right in the historical centre of the Swiss village  
community of Berneck, a new centre for local winery 
products has been born. Embedded into the compart
mentalised structure of their surroundings, two new 
builds have been added to the old commercial section 
and carriage shed of the existing farmhouse. The planned 
construction work – the creation of a suitable stage for 
presentations and regional wine tastings – required a 
delicate touch. The Haus des Weins acknowledges the 
agricultural history and former use of its grounds, and 
brings the concept of the barn into the present 
with a contemporary architectural twist.
